About the Program
The Moor's Pavane (1949)

Choreography: José Limén
Music: Henry Purcell, arranged by Simon Sadoff

Cited by critics the world over as José Limdn's masterpiece, it captures the drama and
passion of Shakespeare's Othello in a timeless portrayal of love, jealousy, and betrayal.

There is a Time (1956)

Choreography: José Limén
Music: Norman Dello Joio

The entire work is, both choreographically and musically, a theme with variations. Limén
used as his theme a large circle, which, at the opening of the work, fills the stage and
moves majestically as if to evoke the interminable passage of time. This circle is seen
repeatedly in many guises, rhythms and dramatic shapes, always making allusion to the
text from Ecclesiastes and its evocation of human experience.

Chaconne (1971)

The chaconne as a dance form originated in New Spain, now Mexico, as a robust and
raucous dance. Bach employed the strict musical form of the chaconne but enriched it
with powerful emotional implications. Limon tried to capture in his dance both the formal
austerity and the profound feeling of the music.

About the Special Preview of Come With Me

Come With Me, inspired by the music "Ladies in White" by Paquito D'Rivera, is a new
commission pairing Rodrigo Pederneiras, principal choreographer of Brazil's Grupo
Corpo and world-renowned Cuban musician and composer Paquito D'Rivera.

The collaboration presents an intriguing and bold proposition for the Limon Dance
Company in preparation for its 65th Anniversary. The full company is featured in the
work scored for nine instruments.

"l was very thrilled with this commission for the José Limdn company, so my first
inspiration were the legendary Cuban 'Ladies in White' recipients of the prestigious
Sakharov human rights award. | thought that the image of those valiant women all
dressed in white walking silently the streets of my homeland with gladiolas in their
hands was very moving, impressive and musically inspiring. Later | added three more
independet movements: Bombardino, which is a Cuban Danzo6n - Dreams and Freedom
Dance, that ends in a frantic and obsessive sort of African rhythm" —Paquito D'Rivera

About José Limén

José Limon (1908-1972) was a crucial figure in the development of modern dance: his
powerful dancing shifted perceptions of the male dancer, while his choreography
continues to bring a dramatic vision of dance to audiences around the world. Born in
Mexico, Limén moved to New York City in 1928 after a year at UCLA as an art major. It
was here that he saw his first dance program:

In 1946, after studying and performing for 10 years with Doris Humphrey and Charles
Weidman, he established his own company with Humphrey as Atrtistic Director. During
her tenure, Humphrey choreographed many pieces for the Limon Dance Company, and
it was under her experienced directorial eye that Limén created his signature dance, The
Moor’s Pavane (1949). Limén’s choreographic works were quickly recognized as
masterpieces and the Company itself became a landmark of American dance. Many of



his dances—There is a Time, Missa Brevis, Psalm, The Winged—are considered
classics of modern dance.

Limon was a consistently productive choreographer until his death in 1972—he
choreographed at least one new piece each year—and he was also an influential
teacher and advocate for modern dance. He was in residence each summer at the
American Dance Festival, a key faculty member in The Juilliard School's Dance Division
beginning in 1953, and the director of Lincoln Center's American Dance Theatre from
1964-65. Limon received two Dance Magazine Awards, the Capezio Award and
honorary doctorates from four universities in recognition of his achievements. He was
the subject of a major retrospective exhibition at the New York Public Library for the
Performing Arts,The Dance Heroes of José Limén (Fall 1996), and in 1997 he was
inducted into the Hall of Fame at the National Museum of Dance in Saratoga Springs,
NY. His autobiographical writings, An Unfinished Memoir, were edited by Lynn Garafola
and published in 1999 by Wesleyan University Press.

About Artistic Director Carla Maxwell

Carla Maxwell joined the Limén Dance Company in 1965. She soon became a principal
dancer under Limon's direction and, in 1975, Assistant Artistic Director under Ruth
Currier. Ms. Maxwell was appointed Artistic Director in 1978, and during her tenure, the
Company has emerged as one of the finest repertory dance ensembles in the world.
She received the 1995 Dance Magazine Award and a 1998 New York Dance and
Performance (Bessie) Award for finding a creative present in the context of a revered
past, and thereby offering choreographic opportunity to multiple generations of artists
and for inspired leadership and artistic accomplishment. Acclaimed as a brilliant
dramatic dancer, she danced many major roles with the Company, including the title
role in Carlota, Limén’s final ballet which he choreographed for her. Ms. Maxwell is
responsible for many of the Company's reconstructions of Limén dances, and as a
choreographer, she has created works for the Company and regional companies
throughout the U.S. She teaches internationally as both a representative of the
Company and a guest artist-in-residence.
